1. Driving in heavy traffic is a negative condition for most of us. You leave home earlier than usual one morning, and do not run into heavy traffic. You leave home earlier again the next morning and again you avoid heavy traffic. Your behavior of leaving home earlier is strengthened by the consequence of the avoidance of heavy traffic. What is this an example of and why?
2. Billie is a 15 year old who sneaks out and steals his parents’ car, gets busted and then receives a sentence of grounding for 1 week. The grounding is a negative condition for Billie. The next weekend is homecoming and Billie sneaks out and gets busted once again.  He gets another 4 weeks of grounding.  The following weekend his friends try to get him to sneak out to go to a party, but he decides to stay home because his desire and actions have been weakened by the consequence of being grounded for 1 month. What is this an example of and why?
3. Mrs. Scott provides daily social skill direct instruction, followed by demonstration and role-play activities with her students with Emotional and Behavioral Disorders.  Each student receives points for demonstrating and approximations toward demonstrating appropriate behavior. What ABA concept(s) is Mrs. Scott employing in her class?

4. Jennifer is really thirsty and excited to use her regular soda machine.  She puts in her money and nothing happens.  She presses every button on the machine and again nothing happens. Jennifer is frustrated and decides to drink from the water fountain.  What is this example demonstrating?

5. Susie woke up late, which made her run late to school.  On her way, she exceeded the speed limit on I-10.  She received a speeding ticket in the mail the next week.  As a result, Susie has become accustomed to using the cruise control and monitoring her speed more closely.   What was the antecedent, behavior and consequence in this scenario?
