Joey Recommendations from Facilitators:

1. Less consequence focused interventions.

2. When reflecting on the day, do so at the end of the day rather than the next morning to prevent carryover of issues from past transgressions.

3. Identify purpose of CICO and the types of student problems it address only match student to that intervention that meet the specific criteria.

4. As a reinforcer:  develop a list of adults he wants to spend time with.

5. Capitalize on strengths, positive self-talk with consequences use that to build positive self talk with losing or overcoming poor sportsmanship/aggressive behaviors. 

6. Encourage parent to / develop for parent a plan to carry over with summer activities / plan to continue skill levels @ home.

Eddy Recommendations from Facilitators:

1. New to school, check academic skill level.

2. Group learning and differentiate instruction to address off task, determine if lack of academic skill or task avoidance.

3. Did we continually reinforce when he was back on task after redirection?

4. Work with at side of counselor for consistency in skill building across locations.

Johnny Recommendations from Facilitators:

1. Parent education night on PBIS to debunk misconceptions of using rewards to build behavior.  Use verbiage of Feedback instead of Reinforcement.

2. Rule out teaching system as a factor in Tier 1.  Were the lessons being taught?  How many times FITT?  Does he need different lessons to understand and practice behavior taught.

3. Start tracking positives and report that to parent.

4. Counselor Push in small group or whole group in class on conflict resolution and self-regulation 

5. Talk to SLP about adding pragmatics activities for behavior concerns during speech sessions.  Program: Super Flex:  Twin Peaks partners Counselor and SLP to achieve intervention goals for kids lacking social skills.  Contact Twin Peaks for more info.

6. Inquire about medication timeframe – could be wearing off.

Samuel Recommendations from Facilitators:

1. Is it happening in all classrooms or just a result of the relationship with specific teacher?

2. Have relationships been created by the teachers and this student?

3. What does study skills intervention look like?  Is it possibly mismatched to target behavior?

4. Tier 1 PBIS team should address teacher on building relationships and avoiding power struggles.  

5. Use PLC as an avenue to coach teachers on behavior management.

6. Teacher skill-building plan to assist teacher not using PBIS techniques to help their students be successful.

Lenny Recommendations from Facilitators:

1. Has anything been done now or in the past to deal with his residual grief?

2. Relationship with the Auto Shop teacher should be replicated with other teachers in the classes he is failing.

3. Application vs. Abstract skills using that to help the student understand concepts.

4. Use of a chromebook and speech to text for assignments.

5. Contact:  Sarah Parish @Marana High to replicate what they are doing for student with need to do credit recovery and special education.

6. Set up an IEP meeting stat!

Susie Recommendations from Facilitators:

1. Bring in social worker and counselor for a home visit – see if parent needs resources to get student to school on time.

2. Wraparound with soccer coach
